CDF/45/24: OTHER PROJECTS TO BE CONSIDERED

The Director of Works reported to the Committee that Following the just
experienced drought in the country, it was a shared view that projects that
addressed climate change would be considered. This was confirmed by the
fact that there had been a number of applications for projects that had to do
with water, that was borehole drilling.
Further, the inaccessibility or difficulties in accessing certain places made
it difficult to implement well-intended interventions. In view of the above,
we recommend that we put up interventions that addressed both climate
change and road network challenges. Therefore, it was recommended that
the committee considers buying earth moving équipment which could be
used to work on dams and roads in the district. The recommendation was
also in line with the 2023 submission from Moomba ward for projects to be
considered under CDF where they only requested for earth-moving
equipment.
