NOTICE OF MEETING: was taken as read by the Director of Human Resources and

Administration.
DIRECTOR HUMAN RESOURCE AND ADMINISTRATION'S OPENING

REMARKS.

The Director Human Resources and Administration welcomed the stakeholders to the meeting.
He stated that the meeting was supposed to be held before they went for submissions in Choma
because of the short notice; the stakeholder could not accompany the officer. It was very
important that the stakeholders were invited to give their submission on the valuation roll

policy.

The importance of the engagement would not be emphasised stakeholder engagement in the
process of rating Act amendment was crucial because it built trust, ensured fairness, created a
more effective and sustainable legislation by involving those who were affected, policy makers
and ensured that the amendment reflects the real economic impact and addresses community

needs and concerns.
He said that the important element of the process included the need to balance the interest,
engagement rate, payer and citizens, allowing policy makers to strike a balance between the
financial interest of the Government and the community's capacity to pay. He stated that it also
broadened the tax base because there was a need to work with the stakeholders to explore and
broaden the property base. This helped to distribute the tax burden more fairly and prevented

the load on a small population.
He further stated that the third important element was to address the absolute provisions
through the engagement stakeholders would identify and suggest the revisions to the Act
because they would remain relevant, so that it would not unfairly burden rate payers.

The assurance he gave the stakeholder was that, based on the meeting held in Choma by the
Director of Finance, their submissions would be taken and submitted to the Ministry through a

link. With these few remarks, the stakeholders were led through the presentation. From the

Valuation Officer.
PRESENTATION TO STAKEHOLDERS ON THE
RATING ACT NO. 21 OF 2018

The Valuation officer informed the stakeholders that Property
rates were a type of local tax charged by municipal or local
councils on immovable property (land, buildings, and sometimes

plant/machinery) within their jurisdiction.

KTC/STAKE/01/09/25:
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He said it was a levy imposed on property owners/occupiers by
local authorities (city, municipal, or district councils) based on
the assessed value of the property (determined through valuation
rolls under laws like the Rating Act, 2018, in Zambia). He stated
that they were collected to fund local public services and
infrastructure.

HOW THEY WERE CALCULATED

Valuation: Each property was valued by a valuation

surveyor.
Rate Setting: The council sets a rate charge (c.g., a
percentage or fixed rate per value unit).

Billing: Property owners/occupiers received bills according
to their property’s value and the applicable rate.

WHAT THEY FUNDED

Local Roads, Drainage, And Street Lighting

+  Waste Collection and Sanitation
Fire Brigade, Community Facilities, Clinics, And Schools

(Depending on Council)
+  General Municipal Services

He stated that Property rates were the main source of income
for local councils, allowing them to provide services and that
the Councils declared “rateable areas,” prepared valuation rolls,

and levied rates on properties there.

PURPOSE OF THE ACT

The Rating Act, 2018, is intended to:
Provide for the levying of rates (property taxation essentially);

Provide for the assessment of rateable property, plant, and

machinery;
Provide for the appointment and powers of valuation

surveyors;
Provide for the continuation of the rating valuation tribunal

and revise its composition, jurisdiction and powers;
Repeal the previous rating act of 1997;
And provide for connected or incidental matters to support all

of this.
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It came into force on 22 February 2019 via the commencement

order
STRUCTURE/KEY PARTS & SECTION

The act is divided into six main parts, with various sections
under each. Here's an outline with the major topics covered:

Part I: Preliminary Provisions

Title: Sections 1 & 2
Topics Covered: short title, interpretation/definitions (what
“rateable property”, “rateable machinery or plant”, “rate period”,

etc., mean)

Part II: Appointment and Powers of Valuation Surveyor

Title Sections3-4

Topics Covered: How a valuation surveyor is appointed; the
surveyor’s powers (inspecting, entering properties, requiring

returns, etc.)
Part III: Valuation

Title: Sections 5-18

Topics Covered: Declaration of rateable areas; what property is
rateable vs non-rateable; assumptions to be used in valuation; main
and supplementary valuation “rolls” (i.e. lists of properties &
values); effective dates; leaseholder obligations; how notices are
delivered and published; inspection of the rolls; how objections to

valuations are made; how rolls can be altered.

Part IV: Rating
Title Sections 19-26

Topics Covered: How ordinary rates are determined & levied;
special rates (for capital works benefiting certain areas); differential
rating (i.e. different rates for different classes of property); remission
of rates; duty to pay; recovery of unpaid rates; evidence in
proceedings; duty of occupier to supply information.

Part V: Rating Valuation Tribunal
Title: Sections 27-37

Topics Covered: Establishment, members and structure of the
Tribunal; its secretariat; jurisdiction (what cases it hears, approving
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main rolls, hearing objections, ete.); conflict of interest; appeals;

procedure; expenses; allowances, etc.
Part VI: General Provisions

Title: Sections 38—42

Topics Covered: Offences & penalties for non-compliance (e.g.
refusing to supply information, false information); service of
documents; regulations; and the repeal of the older (1997) Rating

Act; transitional/savings provisions.

KEY PROVISION /HIGHLIGHTS

Rateable vs non-rateable property: Not all property is subject to
rates. The Act defines what is rateable and what is exempt. (For
example, property owned or occupied by the government, certain

public utility uses, etc.)
Main roll & supplementary rolls: A main roll is a comprehensive

listing of all rateable properties in a declared rateable area, with their
assessed value. Supplementary rolls are used to include properties
omitted, or changes (improvements, subdivisions) since the main

roll, or corrections.
Valuation surveyor powers: They can inspect, survey properties,
and require information from leaseholders or occupiers. Non-

compliance can lead to penalties.
Objection & appeal: A property owner/occupier can lodge

objections to entries in the roll; the Tribunal hears these objections;
one can appeal Tribunal decisions to the High Court.

7. (1) Subject to subsection (2), the following land, property

and machinery within a rateable area is rateable:
(a) subject to section 19 (6) and (7), property, whether or not

reserved for government use, which is numbered and
designated in accordance with the Land Survey Act;

(b) agricultural land and buildings which are not primarily used

for agricultural purposes;
(¢)mining, industrial and commercial plant and machinery by

whichever description,
whether surface or underground
which is fixed to land or buildings; and

(d) plant and machinery specifically used for the generation,
transmission and distribution of electric power, including

land and buildings.
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SUBMISSIONS FROM  THE STAKEHOLDERS ON
AMENDMENTS OF VALUATION ROLL,

Stakeholders inquired whether the funds collected were transferred
to control 99 and the timeline the Council would take to construct

the road in the disputed area.
They said there was need to focus on the land's retable value rather
than its improved value.

It was necessary (o categorise properties based on their status within
the Council.

A proposal was made to link 50% of the retable value to help reduce
the financial burden on property owners. Additionally, it’s important
to classify charges into low, medium, and high categories and to

standardise the rates or poundage payable.

C/STAKE/02/09/25: STAKEHOLDERS’ SUBMISSIONS ON THE BUDGET FOR
THE YEAR 2026.
The stakeholders said that there was need to allocate more funds in

the 2026 budget to garbage collection, dumping sites and to sensitise
the public about the importance of purchasing solid waste bins.

e They emphasised the need to put funds towards constructing a public
toilet at Four Ways due to the rising commercial activities in the
area, constructing a taxi rank and procuring a tipper truck.

They noted that the council needed to build a modern market at four
ways along the road going to the hospital.

e The stakeholders were also concerned with the dust around the
township and the council needed to come up with measures to

suppress it.

They requested the Council to bring a shopping mall facility to the

[ ]
district and the headman would provide a place at Fourways for a
sports complex.

* They urged the Council to regulate trading practices at Fourways.

The community requested that the council support local teams,
provide funding for road upkeep, repair potholes at the T-junction
near SAJ, build effective drainage systems, particularly near G.
Greens, maintain Mambova Road, mark roads with zebra crossings,
pave the area in front of the Council shops and improve street

lighting extending beyond Kazungula High School.

policies and ensure proper parking within the Central Business

District.

BUILDING CONTROL

The stakeholders expressed worry about the growing number of
buildings near the old road, as they were getting closer to it. There
was also a need to lease the council lodge to a private investor to
make more profit. Any location designated for public amenities
would be kept in good condition and encroachment would not be

allowed.
